General Information

e The Jackson Symphony Youth Orchestra (JSYO) rehearses on Thursday evenings from
6:00 — 8:15.

e Membership in the JSYO is open to string, brass, woodwind and percussion/piano students who
are accomplished, dedicated and responsible musicians.

e Students are selected for membership based on an audition. Past JSYO must re-audition every
year.

e Students selected for the orchestra must maintain a high level of commitment to the ensemble
through diligent practice and regular attendance.

e There is atuition fee of $175 for the entire 2010 — 2011 season. This fee may be paid in two
monthly installments of $87.50 each. The full amount must be paid by our first rehearsal.

e Youth Orchestra members are expected to participate in “Fiddlin for Funds”, our major fundraiser
of the year.

e The first rehearsal will be held on the second Thursday in August.

Audition Information

Students who play the following instruments are invited to audition: piccolo, flute, oboe, bassoon,
clarinet, bass clarinet, trumpet, French horn, trombone, baritone/euphonium, tuba, percussion, harp,
piano, violin, viola, cello and string bass.

To audition for the JSYO, a completed “Audition Registration Form” must be received in our office,
along with a non-refundable check for $10 made payable to “The Jackson Symphony”with Youth
Orchestra written on the bottom left by April 30, 2010 to:

Things to Remember
e Return the Audition Registration Form and $10 as soon as possible. The sooner it is returned, the sooner
audition music will be received.

e Do not request a specific audition time. Auditions will be heard in same-instrument groupings to better
compare musicians. Keep the entire day free until you receive your specific audition time.

e Auditions will be held in the band room at Lambuth University.

e The registration deadline is April 30, 2010.
